Class Date: March 12-17  (All day Saturday!)  Class exam begins by noon on 
Saturday.  This exam takes about 4-6 hrs.  Please don’t rush through 
the exam.  Act like this is the real API exam.  If needed, you can 
leave early and take the class exam and an answer key.      

API Exam Date:   March 28  

Class Location:  Hampton Inn @ Bartlesville, OK  (north of Tulsa)  (918) 333-4051 

Daily Schedule:   Sunday evening (March 11):  Get together at 3:00 p.m. at our 
house.  Supper is at 5:00 p.m.  Map will be provided later.  We’ll TAB 
& WRITE NOTES in your code books, and hand out class manuals.  
This gives us a 3 hour head start into a very busy week.  BRING

Code Books:  Be sure to check the API website to determine the exact 
publications (codes) that you need for this exam.  These codes can 
be purchased through IHS.  You can find their website via Links on 
the MSTS website.  Or easier - Call Heidi at (303) 397-7916.   
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Pre-Study: You really need to STUDY before the class.  This is an intense 
week!  Pre-class study will make your class easier!  You will also score 
higher on the API exam.  Info on our website to download includes: 

API 653 Study Guide:  What to study prior to the class 
API 575 Study Questions:  Over 150 questions to help you “stay 

awake” as you study API 575.  We will not cover API 575 in class. 
The Inspector’s Calcs: Self study guide & quiz on Corrosion Rate, 

Remaining Life, and Inspection Interval calculations.   

Bring to Class:   Calculator - Suggest a Texas Instruments TI-30XA (it is neither 
too complex nor expensive, but has an easy to use memory), 

 Pencils – Mechanical pencils preferred! 
 Code Books  
 Straight edge or triangle – About 6-8” long. 
 Highlighters (yellow, pink, orange) & Red Pen
